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beginning of the 21st century, organizations and institutions that improve the qualifications
of pedagogues of preschool education institutions faced a relevant question.

In order to ensure high-quality mastering of digital technologies by pedagogues, professional
development programs should include topics, the study of which will help prepare for the implementation
of the Updated Basic Component of Preschool Education named "Computer Literacy”.

It is determined that at the beginning of the 21st century, business and role-playing games,
simulation games, trainings, project activities, teamwork, etc. became effective forms of working with
pedagogues. It is noted that training must necessarily be accompanied by the analysis of practical cases
on the topics being studied, as well as practical work with digital devices with mandatory performance of
practical tasks.

It is concluded that at the beginning of the 21st century, the development of the information and
digital competence of pedagogues of preschool education institutions provides an opportunity to interest
children of the modern generation and successfully implement the invariant component of the Updated
Basic Component named "Computer Literacy”, and the high-quality training of educators of preschool
education institutions for the implementation of this component in the conditions of postgraduate
education institutions can significantly improve the quality of the educational process in kindergartens.

THE ROLE OF METHODICAL OFFICES ON A VOLUNTARY BASIS IN THE
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF TEACHING STAFF OF PRESCHOOL
INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE IN THE 60S OF THE 20TH CENTURY

The article is devoted to highlighting the historical and pedagogical aspect of the peculiarities of the
formation and organization of such a new form of professional development of teaching staff of preschool
institutions as methodical offices on a voluntary basis.

It has been found in the article that the first attempt to organise a similar methodical office was
made in Feodosiia, Crimean region, in 1960. As it became known later, the office was engaged
in conducting annual courses for teachers of preschool institutions who didn’t have special education
on a voluntary basis. It has been established that the experience of this office was highlighted and
recommended for review by the board of the Ministry of Education of the Ukrainian SSR on the pages
of the Collection of Orders and Instructions of the Ministry of Education of the Ukrainian SSR in 1964.

The main directions of the work of methodical offices on a voluntary basis of various regions of the
Ukrainian SSR, in particular: Crimean, Kherson and Dnipropetrovsk regions, have been examined and
characterized.

We have also highlighted the role of such offices in the professional development of teaching staff
in the preschool branch of the Kherson region, whose attention was directed not only to conducting
advanced training courses, but also to the organization of patronage over district kindergartens regarding
the organization of pedagogical education among the population.
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The range of issues that were considered at the level of similar methodical offices on a voluntary
basis in the Dnipropetrovsk region has been outlined, in particular, course, seminar retraining,
familiarization with new pedagogical and methodical literature. It has been determined that the above-
mentioned methodical offices worked together with institutes for improving the qualifications of teachers
on a voluntary basis. The prospects of the following scientific researches consist in the study of the
practical use of the materials of this study in the professional development of teaching staff of preschool
education institutions.

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THE MUSICAL CULTURE AND EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT
IN THE TAVRIA GOVERNORATE IN THE SOUTH OF UKRAINE
IN THE LATE 19TH AND EARLY 20TH CENTURIES

The article examines musical culture and education formation and development in the Tavria
governorate in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. This period in the Southern region of Ukraine is
characterized as an era of social and cultural uplift, progressive changes in the educational system, and
enhancing the role and place of music and singing in students’ education. Moreover, it is marked
by increased attention of the governorate residents to the problems of musical and aesthetic education
of children and youth, the growth of public and private educational initiatives, and the formation
of general and professional music education.

The article identifies the reasons for the greater intensity of the education system development
in the Crimean districts compared to the mainland ones; it also provides statistical data on the people’s
literacy and education rate in the Tavria governorate in the early 20th century. The article also explains
the role of private musical institutions and the influence of the artistic intelligentsia, outstanding
musicians and composers on the musical culture and education development in the region.

The article highlights that in the late 19th century, Yalta became — to a certain extent —a cultural
centre of the Tavria governorate due to its well-developed concert and theatre infrastructure. Yalta and
Simferopol have become a focus of establishing public associations with outreach, organizational, musical
and educational functions. Activities of the members of these musical societies in Crimean cities resulted
in the opening of music courses and classes and one of the first people’s music schools in the Russian
Empire with free-of-charge tuition. Besides, they arranged public concerts, music evenings, and tours
of prominent composers and musicians.

The article provides a historical analysis of the establishment of branches of the Imperial Russian
Musical Society (IRMS) in the Tavria governorate, the role of the IRMS in the concert, performance and
educational activities, its impact on the cultural, educational and social processes in the South of Ukraine,
in particular, the establishing the institution of a secondary level of professional musical education —
the Simferopol Musical College.
